Volunteer Information


Volunteer Position Descriptions

All KSYLF volunteers will be classified as either Senior Staff or Junior Staff depending upon each person’s past experience with this program. Volunteers will also be given a position title that defines each person’s responsibilities throughout the week. KYEA Staff will review all applications and determine positions based upon years of experience working with youth, past experience with the KSYLF, and individual abilities. See below for a description of each position title.

Facilitator / Co-Facilitator:

All facilitators / co-facilitators will empower and support each delegate as they discover inner strengths and abilities as individuals and as members of a group. Facilitators must create a safe environment, which ultimately allows for each delegate to create a self-authored Personal Leadership Plan.

Peer Mentor:

All peer mentors will provide support to group facilitators and will serve as role models who can relate to students with disabilities. Peer mentors are young adults (18-25) with or without disabilities who may be college students. 
Other Volunteer Responsibilities
· All volunteers will be assigned to work with a small group throughout the week. They will also be interacting with the large group during many activities.

· All volunteers are expected to stay on campus for the entire week of KSYLF (there will be no exceptions to this requirement, and volunteers will not be allowed to arrive late or leave early).
· All volunteers must complete a one-day staff orientation / training prior to the arrival of the youth.

· All volunteers must attend nightly staff meetings throughout the forum.

Volunteer Selection Procedure

1. Interested volunteers fill out enclosed application and background checks and return to KYEA office by February 24, 2012.

2. All potential volunteers are interviewed, over the phone, by KSYLF Volunteer Selection Team.

3. Selection Team reviews all applications and selects qualified volunteers.

4. Volunteer applicants are notified of the Selection Team’s decision. All applicants will be notified by April 2012.
